In accordance with the provisions of The Treasury Department Act, I report that an examination 
of the Accounts of the Government of the Province of Saskatchewan for the fiscal year ended 
March 31, 1963 has been made under my direction. 

A pre-audit of disbursements and a post audit of revenue for the year under review has been 
made. Cash on hand, trust and other investment securities have been verified by inspection. Bank 
balances have been verified by certificates from the depositaries. During the year tests have been 
made of the inventories of trading stocks and institutional stores and an examination made of the 
respective stock records. Reports thereon have been submitted to the departments concerned. The 
year end inventories have been verified by certificates from responsible officials. 

All the information and explanations required by me have been obtained. 

Financial Position of Boards, Etc. 

The assets and liabilities of the Saskatchewan Government Telephones, Saskatchewan Power 
Corporation, Liquor Board, Crown Corporations and other independent boards are not included in 
the Statement of Assets, Liabilities and Net Assets. Any investments of the Government of the 
Province of Saskatchewan in these enterprises are shown as Loans to and Investments in Crown 
Enterprises, without giving effect to the accumulated operating surpluses or deficits of such 
enterprises. Loans guaranteed by the Government Finance Office pursuant to section 33 of The 
Crown Corporations Act are not included in the Statement of Contingent Liabilities (Schedule J). 

Sinking Funds $6,709,629.65 (Schedule C) 

Investments are shown at par value, any discount or premium on securities purchased or sold 
being adjusted in the earnings of the Sinking Fund. 

Sinking Fund instalments have been met in full to the end of the fiscal year. 

Public Service Superannuation 

No liability in respect to employees’ contributions, interest thereon or benefits payable under 
The Public Service Superannuation Act is shown in the Statement of Assets,_ Liabilities and Net 
Assets nor in Contingent Liabilities (Schedule J). The payment of all benefits is guaranteed by 
the Government of the Province of Saskatchewan and these are charged to an appropriation at the 
time of payment. 

Certificate 

Subject to the above remarks, I report that, in my opinion, the Statements of Assets, Liabilities 
and Net Assets and the Summary of Budgetary and Non Budgetary Transactions and the accom¬ 
panying related Statements together with the explanatory notes appended thereto are properly 
drawn up so as to show a true and correct view of the state of the financial affairs of _ the 
Government of the Province of Saskatchewan as at March 31, 1963 and the results of its operations 
for the fiscal year ended on that date, according to the best of my information and the explanations 
given to me and as shown by the books of account of the Government.

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STATEMENT OF REMISSIONS OF TAXES AND FEES 

STATEMENT Showing Remissions of Taxes and Fees for the Fiscal Year Ended 
March 31, 1963, as Provided for Under Section 70, Chapter 33 of the Revised 
Statutes of 1953. 

Education and Health Tax: 

Under Authority of Order in Council 2043/53 

O/C 2043/53 Authorized remission of taxes payable under The Education and Hospitaliza¬ 
tion Tax Act, 1950, as amended by The Education and Health Tax Act, 1961, on mobile 
capital equipment employed by the oil industry in oil exploration as follows: 

1. (a) The tax payable on mobile capital equipment brought into the Province 
consisting of drilling rigs and service rigs such as seismic, cementing, electrologing, and 
other similar equipment, and the trucks forming part thereof which are permanently 
mounted with such equipment but not including unmounted trucks, passenger vehicles, 
trailers, tractors and oil field production installations. The Provincial Treasurer must be 
satisfied that such equipment comes within this provision before any remission can be 
claimed. 

(b) The tax payable on capital equipment coming within clause (a) brought into 
the Province as a replacement of equipment previously brought in provided such replacement 
is capitalized in the company records and the Provincial Treasurer is satisfied that it is a 
proper capital charge and not an expense item. 

2. The tax paid subsequent to April 1, 1953, on capital equipment coming within 
clauses (a) and (b) where the Provincial Treasurer is satisfied that such equipment would 
have come within clauses (a) and (b). 

3. The remission provided in sections 1 and 2 shall be subject to the condition that 
the right to any remission provided for therein shall be conditional upon the Provincial 
Treasurer being satisfied that the item claimed to be exempt as capital equipment comes 
within sections 1 or 2 thereof.

Under Authority of Order in Council 2144/58 

O/C 2144/58 authorized remission of a portion of the taxes payable under subsection (4) 
of section (5) of The Education and Hospitalization Tax Act, 1950, as amended by The 
Education and Health Tax Act, 1961, on equipment, machinery, motor vehicles, or trailers 
brought into Saskatchewan where such equipment, machinery, motor vehicle or trailer is not 
for re-sale but is solely for use in carrying on business in Saskatchewan, in the following 
manner: 

1. By 66%% where such equipment or machinery is in Saskatchewan for one year 
or less; 

2. Such remission shall be reduced by one-half where the equipment or machinery 
remains in or is found in Saskatchewan at any time after one year from the original day 
of entry thereof; 

3. Where machinery or equipment remains in Saskatchewan for a period of one year 
after the date on which the remission under 1 is reduced by one-half or is again located 
in Saskatchewan one year or more after such date, the remission shall be cancelled and 
the total tax under sub-section (4) of section 5 of The Education and Hospitalization 
Tax Act is payable in full; 

4. The provisions of 1, 2 and 3 will also apply to a motor vehicle or trailer owned 
by a nonresident trucker carrying on business in Saskatchewan and registered as a com¬ 
mercial or public service vehicle in the province or state in which he resides where such 
motor vehicle does not pick up goods in Saskatchewan for delivery in Saskatchewan; 

5. The value of the equipment, machinery, or motor vehicle, or trailer on which the 
tax is based shall for taxation purposes be subject to and in accordance with depreciation 
allowances established by the Provincial Treasurer or his appointee; 

6. The remission provided for herein shall not apply to mobile capital equipment 
covered by O/C 2043/53.

Auditor’s Report 

An examination of the accounting records of the Department of Municipal Affairs, with 
respect to the Advance made to the Minister of Municipal Affairs for use as a revolving fund 
for expenditures associated with the logging and milling of spruce and poplar lumber and other 
forestry products in the Green Lake and Canoe Lake areas, has been made under my direction for 
the period February 12, 1963 to March 31, 1963. The examination included a general review of the 
accounting procedures and such tests of accounting records and other supporting evidence as was 
considered necessary in the circumstances. All the information and explanations required by me 
have been obtained. 

The inventory and accounts receivable figures were supplied and certified to by a responsible 
official of the department.

Auditor’s Report 

An examination of the accounting records of the Department of Natural Resources pertaining 
to the Parks Advance Account has been made under my direction for the fiscal year ended March 31, 
1963. The examination included a general review of the accounting procedures and such tests of 
accounting records and other supporting evidence as was considered necessary in the circumstances. 
All the information and explanations required by me have been obtained. 

With the exception of certain furniture and equipment the cost of which has been entirely 
written off as an expense of the Advance Account in the year of purchase, all buildings, equipment 
and other fixed assets used in the operation of the parks are the property of the Department and no 
charge has been made to the Advance Account for their use nor for depreciation thereon.
